PART III: Identifying the Similarities and Differences Among the Students


While reading about and getting to know my six students, I noticed various similarities and differences among month. Several of the students were identified as communications impaired. Their similarities were almost identical in the sense that many of their personalities were very friendly and personable; except with the exception of Eddie. Eddie is quiet, but is still liked by many of his peers in the class. Looking back over the chart, all of the students seem to have very nice personalities. 
The student’s strengths and weaknesses vary to some degree. A lot of the students seem to have trouble in reading comprehension. This will be something to note while I am designing a lesson that will accommodate their learning styles. A few of the students have a harder time than others staying on task, but the majority will do will in a group setting. 
I was surprised to see that while some of the students may excel and or enjoy writing, their differences in comprehension and spelling mechanics vary slightly. This was the same case with math. Some of the students excel in math, but struggle slightly with vocabulary in math word problems. 

Overall, it seems as if many of the students excel with the strategy and affect learning networks, and most have difficulty in the recognition learning networks that includes reading comprehension and decoding. 
Part IV: Using Data to Inform Classroom Instruction
For differentiation strategies concerning Daniel, I would make sure that each assignment offered him a creative way to express what he learned through writing, since he seems to enjoy writing, and has great structure and mechanics to go along without. This would be implemented every time I assigned an assignment. Because I need to work on time management with him, I would allow for tests to be longer in length for him, and he would also be given a step by step check list for every assignment in order to ensure he stayed on task. I would look over the check list, as well as his buddy. Every student will be partnered with a buddy in order to make sure that everyone’s check list is checked off at the appropriate time.
For Eddie, I would make sure to work one on one with him for his reading comprehension. Because he is very quiet, I would schedule independent, one on one tutoring with him before or after school. In order to work on his spelling, I would make a few decks of flashcards (one deck he would keep at school, the other deck would stay at home) of the various spelling words he would need to go over. As needed, I would also assist him one on one in the classroom and look over his work to ensure that he is receiving help if struggling. 

Because Keith is friendly and sociable, I feel he will excel greatly in a group collaborative environment. In order to ease his anxiety, we would do several icebreakers throughout the school year in order for him to become more comfortable with myself and the classmates. Keith needs additional assistance in decoding and comprehension, so I would partner him with a student where they could read back and forth to one another, and work together on group assignments. In order to practice independent reading and work, I would have Keith work by himself in small increments (increasing over time) and have Keith collaborate with his partner, where they could discuss what they comprehended from the text or share new ideas. This would be implemented at every opportunity possible.

Jennifer is a motivated learner, and will more than likely thrive with additional tutoring session for reading comprehension, and vocabulary. I will make up a sheet that will ask a few questions at a time what the main ideas of various passages are. Jennifer will practice summarizing, and identifying main ideas. If the process is broken down into smaller increments, this will allow more practice for Jennifer to receive on comprehension skills. The sheet would be provided during independent reading times. All homework assignment directions would be highlighted, to ensure Jennifer does not miss an important step.

Gianna would also be provided this same sheet (as Jennifer) to work on her comprehension skills. Orally, I would make sure to go over the directions with her independently for each assignment. If this was a project or long term assignment, I would personally contact her guardian to ensure that they understand what Gianna needed to do in order to complete the assignment. 

Susan also experiences difficulty in spelling, so I would also provide her with several decks of review cards on a weekly basis. Concerning basic calculations and word problems, I would make sure that the word problems also had the numerical problem listed (this is so Susan could begin to familiarize herself with the both the numerical and work problem written out.) Susan would be provided independent tutoring either before or after school, and would be allowed to work with a partner in math lab. Both the students would work together to show each other how to do basic calculations. 

Lesson Plan Format for DI Project
Lesson Plan Title: All about the Ancient Greeks
Concept/Topic To Teach: Teach how the Ancient Greeks lived their everyday life
Standards Addressed: 
General Goal(s): To encourage students to explore other world civilizations and history 
Specific Objectives: Appeal to various learning styles through independent reading, group projects, independent project (written/oral presentation), gaining comprehension, research, and mathematical skills.
Required Materials: Textbook (otherwise, all other supplies needed will be provided)
Anticipatory Set (Lead-In): Students would be shown a small video from the History Channel about the ancient Greek world. After the film, the students and I will identify Greece on the map, and write a list on the board about what comes to mind when they think of the Greeks. Some of the words compiled will be on a future spelling test with an Ancient Greece theme.
Step-By-Step Procedures:  After reading Chapters 6-9 in their textbook regarding Ancient Greece, students will be given a poster board and divided up among groups. The poster board will illustrate main events throughout Greek history. The students may illustrate, cut out from magazines, or print out clip art to create their collage. Afterwards, each of the students will write a two page report (or have the option of giving a 5-7 minute presentation) on what the most important event that took place in Ancient Greece was, and why. 
Plan for Independent Practice: The students will be allowed class time to edit their report, or compile notes for their presentation. They will also be given additional time to work independently on gathering pictures for their group collage. 
Closure (Reflect Anticipatory Set)- I will provide the class with a “Greek feast” for lunch. The family of the students, along with the students themselves, will be invited to partake in the feast, view the classes’ collages, and hear oral presentations given by students who wish to do so.
Adaptations (For Students With Learning Disabilities): The written or oral presentation option was given to students who are shy/get anxiety easily, or who have difficulty in writing, or who enjoys writing but does not enjoying speaking in front of others. Because almost all of the six students are known to work well with others, I included a group project which helped to keep them on task, while collaborating with other classmates. 
Possible Connections To Other Subjects: Greek democracy (Social Studies), Greek architecture (math), Greek philosophy (language arts)
