	Identification of Behaviors:

Rashon is an intelligent and a highly competitive student. When confronted and teased, Rashon will react in anger which often leads to physical violence. Rashon particularly acts out when he is within the same vicinity of Charlie Jameson, whom he shares a first period science class with.


	Summary of Previous Strategies:

There has been very little record of previous strategies with Rashon. Rashon did not previously have a history of physical violence until placed in class with Charlie Jameson this year. Previous remarks from the student’s teachers have said that the student was asked not to make fun of other’s student’s performances or grades, and that he would receive detention if it continued to happen.

Mr. Saxton said he would repeatedly ask Rashon to sit down and return to his work when confronted with Charlie.

Review for further assessment: 


Over several weeks of observation, it is apparent that Rashon’s agitation flares up when Charlie is present. I would like to discuss an implementation strategy that ensures Rashon feels that he is in a safe learning environment. Charlie and Rashon should be sat separately in the classroom to avoid confrontation. Also, Charlie and Rashon (and parents) should both be aware of the state’s HIB law, and the school’s anti-bullying policies.

	Identification: Rashon’s behavior that will be targeted will be his physical violence when he becomes angry.

	Description: (1) There have been two documented incidents in which Rashon has portrayed physical violence. The first time was in Mr. Saxton’s classroom, during the beginning of the period. Charlie Jameson taunted Rashon, and Rashon ignored him for a few minutes. When Charlie Jameson brushed up against him and continued with the taunts, Rashon got up from his desk and pushed Charlie. 

(2) The second documented incident takes place the day after the first. Rashon’s model is demolished by Charlie Jameson. Charlie returns to his seat. A few minutes later, Rashon walks up to Charlie and hits him over the head with a textbook from behind.

Hypothesis-Function of Behavior: 

 Based on the observations of Rashon, I would identify his function of behavior as being because of attention. He is often seen mocking other students for grades or accomplishments lower than his. However, he acts out physically when being taunted by Charlie Jameson.
Specific:

The focus should be to specifically ensure that Rashon is in a safe learning environment for him and others, and work to communicate with others without physical violence.  Special emphasis will also be put on Rashon to encourage him to celebrate other’s accomplishments, and not just his own.
Antecedents:

The setting:  Mr. Saxton’s Classroom
People: Mr. Saxton, Rashon Rickson, and Charlie Jameson

Events: 
· After completing the morning warm up activity, Charlie walks by Rashon and makes inappropriate comments. Rashon ignores him. When Charlie brushes by Rashon and continues his inappropriate comments, Rashon gets up and pushes him.

· Rashon’s project is ruined by Charlie. After demolishing Rashon’s project, he returns to his desk. Rashon walks up behind Charlie and hits him over the head with a book.
Consequences: 

· Mr. Saxton asks the students to separate and continue with morning procedures.

· Mr. Saxton’s runs to Charlie’s aid, but instead trips over a group of students. Mr. Saxton grabs Rashon’s arm, and orders everyone back to their desks while instructing a student to run to the office and get help.



	Implementation Notes (Including Behavior Objective):

The objective of this behavior plan will be to stop Rashon’s inappropriate behavior of disrupting the class during lessons.
Antecedent Management Strategies-

· Rashon and Charlie should be separated and placed on opposite ends of the classroom.

· During group work, Rashon and Charlie will also be placed in separate groups.

· Rashon will be taught the importance of the school’s anti-bullying policy. He will be reminded of the safe learning environment in which we all want to learn and play in. If he experiences any bullying, he should immediately report it, and walk away from any confrontation vs. acting out physically

· Rashon will be encouraged to join the schools “Anti-bullies Club” an after school program for the students to discuss ways of reporting any bullying, and fun activities/contests/events to be involved with that continue to support a safe learning environment for the school.

· Rashon will be reminded of the classroom rules that do not allow students to discuss their grades openly in class. This rule will also be printed out so that he can sign, and an e-mail sent to his parents to inform them as well.
Target Behavior

Replacement Behavior

Consequence

1) Rashon yells out a holler of excitement when he gets papers/projects back from the teacher graded

2) Rashon pushes and hits Charlie when confronted

1) Rashon will thank the teacher for the paper, and remain silent until further instruction is given.

2) Rashon will restrain from verbal or physical violence. He will immediately report any bullying to a teacher or employee at Glenview.

1) If Rashon blurts out, he will be asked to return graded paper to the teacher, where they will discuss his behavior at recess. After the first discussion, each instance will be documented, and parents will be notified.

2) Rashon will be suspended if he shows any physical violence, and parents will be contacted immediately. However, if he chooses restraint and reports incident, he will be praised and encouraged. The student who did the bullying will be immediately reported and dealt with. 
PREVENTION STRATEGIES:  In the classroom, Rashon will be separated from Charlie. If bullying does not stop, Charlie will be moved to a separate classroom. Both Rashon and Charlie will be given a copy of the school’s anti-bulling handbook, and both will be made aware of the consequences. Rashon will be encouraged to help others and celebrate other’s achievements. Rashon has been asked to become a part of the student tutoring club, so that he can get firsthand experience in helping others.

Rashon will also be asked to report any bullying he experiences or sees. These cases will be documented, and explained to Rashon that he is in a safe learning community that cares about his and other student’s safety. Rashon will attend counseling for one month, in order to talk about his recent violence portrayed in the classroom. Rashon will be awarded through words of encouragement, positive e-mails and phone calls will be made to his parents when he shows positive behavior.

Long-Term prevention strategies:
· Ensuring that Rashon knows the outline of the school’s bullying policy, and that he will be supported if he reports any bulling

· Giving Rashon various techniques he can utilize when he feels angry (IE: counting to 10, stepping away from the situation/person that is causing him anger, talking with a parent, teacher, or counselor about the situation)
CRISIS Plan-

· If Rashon fails to restrain himself from violence, the following will be take place:

1st   Tier- The parents, school principal, teacher, and counselor will meet to discuss severity. Possible consequences: detention, removal of study hall/recess/extra-curricular activities privilege.  Outline of rules will be repeated to Rashon, he will sign papers of the documentation of his incidents.
2nd   Tier - Rashon will receive in school suspension, will be given an outline of the rules, and he will sign papers. Another meeting will be conducted with the IEP team

3rd Tier- This will be for the most severe of physical violence. If another student is involved, both parents will be contacted. Rashon will receive suspension, and a meeting with the behavioral specialist, IEP team, and school administrator will take place. The meeting will outline whether Rashon will be kept within his same class environments, and a plan will be set in effect to make sure that he and others are safe.
Tentative Evaluation Plans:

Inputs

Rashon Rickson, Ms. Hernandez, and Mr. Saxton will view the plan for in school, and will update the report as necessary.
Rashon Rickson, along with Mr. & Mrs. Rickson will implement the plan at home, and talk about the plan that is being implemented at school. Rashon and his parents will notify the team if an update needs to be carried out on the assessment.
Processes

(looking at implementation)
Both the student, staff, and parents will convene within two weeks after the implementation of the plan, and as necessary to ensure the plan is meeting Rashon’s needs.

Outcomes

Mr. Saxton and Ms. Hernandez will meet briefly with Rashon once a day and compile a short e-mail sent out daily to everyone on the team in regards to Rashon’s behavior.

Summary:
Rashon Rickson is a straight A student who has recently acted out in physical violence towards a particular student in the classroom. Upon recent observation, the student becomes agitated when he is confronted in Mr. Saxton’s science class, which is his first period class of the day. Rashon’s strengths are that he is a good student, who completes all tasks and turns his work in on time. Rashon’s weaknesses is that he likes to boast of his accomplishments by waving his accomplishments in front of the student’s faces, and that he has a quick temper that leads to violence.

In outlining two of the most recent physical violence incidents, Rashon shoved a student after the student was heard taunting him and Rashon also hit the same student from behind with a textbook, causing the student who was hit to slump over in his chair. Mr. Saxton rushed to the student’s aid and grabbed Rashon, causing confusion and causing Mr. Saxton to lose his balance and fall over a group of students. 

It is evident that Rashon Rickson is acting out with physical violence when he is in the same vicinity as the student who continues to taunt him. The team feels like it is a good idea to address both students by explaining the school’s HIB law, and providing the students with copies of the school’s handbook outlining the anti-bullying policy. Rashon and the student will be separated in the classroom, and a classroom aide will be put into Mr. Saxton’s classroom for a few weeks to ensure Rashon Rickson concentrates in the classroom and stays away from the student. The student will be awarded through words of encouragement and praise when he exhibits positive behavior. He will be encouraged to help others, instead of boasting of his achievements. Rashon has agreed to talk with the school counselor over the next couple of weeks to talk about alternatives to physical violence such as, but not limited to: talking to an adult, writing in a journal, counting to ten, taking a break, etc. 

In conclusion, the team will meet up two weeks from today (4/30/12) to meet and see how the plan is progressing. From 4/30/12- 5/14/12, Mr. Saxton and Ms. Hernandez will meet with Rashon and will send a daily e-mail to the team to let them know how Rashon’s behavior was throughout the day. The team will continue to update Rashon’s assessment as often as needed.
