· What can readers do when they do not understand the text?

· How can readers draw meaning from text
Performance Outcome: 
Students will be able to use content clues to identify words and phrases used in the text. (Group 1)

Students will be able to compare texts, synthesize, infer and make connections in order to comprehend text (Group 2)

CONTENT SUMMARY AND BACKGROUND KNOWLEDGE: 
The content of this lesson(s) will review strategies that the students have learned in order to gain meaning from the text they are reading.

Group 1 will focus on reading the text for accuracy.

Group 2 will focus on reading the text for comprehension.

ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT LEARNING: 

Students will have the opportunity to read in front of me and I will be able to assess them for accuracy in reading and then later following up with comprehension checks intermittingly.

LEARNING EXPERIENCE
STEP-BY-STEP PROCEDURE: List in sequence the steps of this lesson, from beginning to end. Lessons should describe, in the sequence below, each of the following six parts of the lesson.  
Group 1 (Level D Readers, checking for accuracy)
Hook –   I will present to the group a new book we will be reading called, “A Crocodile and a Whale.” I will tell them that even though this is a new book, we have read about these characters before! I will ask if they remember their names. (Matthew and Emma)
Teaching of Content –


· We will talk about what Matthew and Emma are doing on the cover. I will ask if there is actually a Crocodile or a Whale on the front cover (they will me no) I will then draw attention to what Matthew is doing in the picture. We will act out what he is doing with his hands and students will be able to infer that he is snapping his arms like a crocodile’s mouth would.
· I will ask students to cover the words on the third page and we will do a “picture walk.” We will discuss what the characters are doing in the picture. I will guide the students to point out that both are holding a truck in their hands and we will discuss whether Matthew and Emma are fighting. Students will read out loud to themselves for the first page. We will stop at the first page and discuss to see if our inferences were correct.

· We will turn the next page, and students will read the page together. We will discuss why Matthew is looking at the blanket.

· I will model read the third page. We will discuss what Matthew is doing in the picture.
· Checking for Understanding –
I will ask the students questions throughout their guided reading time. If they have trouble with a word I will ask them the different strategies we can do such as: looking at pictures, reading the rest of the sentence for content clues, and chunking words. 
· Guided Practice –. 

· Independent Practice – Students will have the opportunity to read by themselves out loud for several minutes. I will listen to each of them individually 
· Closure –  I will ask them what are some of the things Emma and Matthew did in the story and review a couple of strategies with them.
Group 2 (I/J level, checking for comprehension) 
Hook –   I will tell the group that last time they got to read a chapter book. I will tell them that the book we will be reading today is a longer book, but not a chapter book  I will also tell them that in this book there is a lot the author doesn’t tell us, but that there is a lot we can infer. I will ask them what it means to infer (what is the author trying to tell us?)
Teaching of Content –


· I will them that in today’s book, the neighborhood kids are a lot like the kids in their own neighborhood. I will tell them that one of the tricks will go wrong in the story, but it ends up being a great trick after all.
· I will ask them to look at the book cover. I will ask them to think about Milo is doing on the cover.

· Then we will read the title of the book out loud. I will lead in with questions like, “What do you think might be the greatest trick in the world? 

· Students will read the first page out loud and I will listen to each of them. We will stop at the end of the first page and I will check for comprehension.

· Throughout the book I will mix it up and give each student an opportunity to read the page out loud while we will follow along with the group.

· I will model pages as well, and check for comprehension. I will repeat the word “infer” and ask students what the author isn’t telling us but what we can figure out ourselves by looking at pictures and reading the sentences. 

· Checking for Understanding –

I will ask the students questions throughout their guided reading time. If they have trouble with a word I will ask them the different strategies we can do such as: looking at pictures, reading the rest of the sentence for content clues, and chunking words. 
· Guided Practice –. 

· Independent Practice – Students will have the opportunity to read by themselves out loud for several minutes. I will listen to each of them individually. Also, students will have the opportunity to read out loud in front of the group individually.
· Closure –  I will ask  the students ways we inferred different things from the text and the different strategies we can use to look at texts in the future.
