LESSON & UNIT TOPIC: Letter “R”
TIME FRAME: 30 minutes

ENDURING UNDERSTANDING: 

· I want my students to understand that uppercase letters have features and characteristics that can enable the reader to recognize text.

ESSENTIAL QUESTION(S): 

· How does understanding features of particular uppercase letters help me to be able to recognize the letter?

Performance Outcome: 
Content Outcome: 
The students will know how to recognize how to write uppercase “R”

Performance Outcome: Students will be able to work with wooden sticks, play dough, and their handwriting books, in order to write the letter “R” and will know the sound “R” makes.
CONTENT SUMMARY AND BACKGROUND KNOWLEDGE: 
The content of this lesson will teach students how to write uppercase “R” with step-by-step direction utilizing tracing, a silly saying (big line down, frog jump up, little curve to the middle, little line to the corner), modeling, and independent practice. The background knowledge that is needed for teachers is prior knowledge in handwriting and experience in modeling how to write uppercase letters. 
ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT LEARNING: 

Students will convey they have achieved the above outcomes by answering assessment questions such as what letter they are working on, what sound “R” makes, telling me how to write the letter “R” (big line down, little curve to the corner, little line to the corner) I will evaluate student’s performance by seeing if they are able to build the “R” using wooden shapes, modeling the letter “R” with play dough, and I will repeat the silly saying from the handwriting book that helps them how to remember how to write the letter. 

For students that appear to have trouble, I will guide them one-on-one. Students will be able to properly model the letter “R” using wooden sticks, play dough, and tracing the letter “R” in their handbook. Students will be able to name at least one thing that starts with the letter “R” (rainbow, red, ruby, rain)

· prior learning- Students will expound upon their prior knowledge of upper case letters.
· content and instruction in other subject areas- Students will draw connections to reading and writing.

LEARNING EXPERIENCE
STEP-BY-STEP PROCEDURE: List in sequence the steps of this lesson, from beginning to end. Lessons should describe, in the sequence below, each of the following six parts of the lesson.  

Hook –   I will introduce letter “R” to the class.
“Big line down, frog  jump up, little curve to the middle, little line to the corner.”

I will ask the students to air write letter R and to write R on their hand.

Teaching of Content –


In small group: 

· I will demonstrate how to write letter R on the whiteboard

· I will model R with sticks and have the students model “R” with their sticks

· Students with have the opportunity to model “R” with play dough

· I will model R again by tracing in the workbook; students will complete the worksheet page and illustrate the pictures with R.

· While working in the handwriting group, we will discuss the various words that start with “R” and the sound “R” makes

· Finally, students will practice “R” using the iPad

· Checking for Understanding –

*What kind of sound does “R” make?

*What are some words that start with “R”?

· Guided Practice –. 

· Independent Practice – Students will have the opportunity to model and trace “R” on their own in their handbook
· Closure – Students will practice “R” using the iPad
